LOCAL LAW NO. ___ - 2006

A LOCAL LAW authorizing the County of Westchester to enter into an intermunicipal agreement with the City of Rye whereby the County will lease property from the City and will contribute funds toward the construction of a skate park thereon, to be operated and maintained by the City and accessible to all County residents.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ENACTED by the Board of Legislators of the County of Westchester by the affirmative vote of not less than a majority of the voting strength of the Board as follows:


Section 1.  The County of Westchester (“County”) is hereby authorized to enter into an intermunicipal agreement (“IMA”) with the City of Rye  (“City”) whereby the County will lease property from the City and will contribute funds toward the construction of a skate park thereon, to be operated and maintained by the City and accessible to all County residents.  The parcel to be leased to the County is located at Rye Recreation Park on Milton Road in the City and comprises approximately 5,800 square feet.

§2. Pursuant to the IMA, the City shall undertake construction of the improvements and the County shall reimburse the City up to $100,000 of the construction costs.  Following construction, the City shall be responsible for the operation, maintenance, scheduling and security of the facility at its own expense.  The skate park shall be operated by the City, but shall be available to all Westchester County residents.  All fees shall be subject to prior County approval.  To the extent any fees are charged for the use of any part of the facility, the fees charged to non-residents of the City shall not exceed double the fees charged to the City’s residents. 


§3. The term of the IMA shall be ten (10) years.


§4.  The County Executive or his authorized designee is hereby authorized to execute any instruments and to take any action necessary and appropriate to effectuate the purposes hereof.

§5.  This Local Law shall take effect immediately.
