LOCAL LAW NO.  _____-2006

A LOCAL LAW to amend certain provisions of Chapter 237 of the Laws of Westchester County in order to allow for the consolidation of all operations & maintenance costs incurred in the County sanitary sewer system prior to allocation of those costs among the thirteen (13) County sanitary sewer districts. 

BE IT ENACTED by the County Board of Legislators of the County of Westchester as follows:


Section 1.  Section 237.81 of the Laws of Westchester County is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 237.81.  Preliminary appropriations; reimbursements of same.

The County Board is hereby authorized to appropriate in any year, for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of this article with respect to the formation of new sewer districts, such sum or sums as such board may approve. The commissioner and when appropriate, the Commissioner of Public Works, shall report to the County Board what amount or proportion of the preliminary appropriations so made by said board was expended by him in the formation of and chargeable to such districts, and the amount so stated shall constitute a part of the cost of the construction of the sewer therein and shall be refunded to the county out of the first money raised for such purpose. The cost of any such sewer shall include all the expenses of the commissioner, or when appropriate, the Commissioner of Public Works, in connection with the formation of such sewer district and the construction of sanitary trunk sewers therein or therefor, and may also include interest on obligations issued on account of such district, together with the district’s share of the operation and maintenance charges, if any, chargeable to such district payable prior to the levy of the first assessment within such district;

Section 2.  Section 237.211(1) of the Laws of Westchester County is hereby amended to read as follows:

Sec. 237.211.  Annual budget; district assessment; assessment rolls.

The County Board shall each year before the levy of taxes adopt a budget for the ensuing calendar year for any such district heretofore or hereafter established or created, which shall give the estimated charges to be made against such district, including the funds necessary to pay the district’s share of the costs of maintaining, repairing and operating in whole or in part the County outlet sewers and/or disposal plants caring for the sewage among the districts, and to reimburse the county for the payment of principal of and interest on obligations issued for the benefit of any such district. Any balance remaining in any such budget shall be credited to the succeeding budget.
Section 3.  This Local Law shall take effect on January 1, 2007.
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
