= Partners with other divisions to provide accurate results and answers to public health or criminal
justice questions.

Environmental

= Analyzes drinking water, waste water, soil and hazardous materials for harmful chemicals and
microorganisms to maintain a healthy environment and to comply with regulatory authorities.

= Supports Health Department monitoring of public swimming pools and bathing beaches, in addition to
the Environmental Lead Program for water, soil, paint, dust wipes, and food items.

Forensics

= Performs DNA, gunshot residue and fire debris analysis on crime scene evidence, analysis of drugs
submitted by law enforcement agencies, analysis of audio video evidence such as surveillance videos of
crime scenes and trace evidence analysis including paint samples from hit and run cases.

» Provides expert witness testimony upon request by prosecution or defense on processed cases.

= |dentifies bacteria, viruses and parasites of public health concern in clinical and
environmental samples in support of the health department.

= Maintains the Laboratory Response Network Level B Biodefense Laboratory as a
national security asset to identify agents of Bioterrorism.

= Provides analysis of biological samples from autopsies, DWI, DWAI, DFSA specimens
for alcohol, drugs and medications.

= Support the breath alcohol instruments and testifies in court upon request.
